Stu-
dents will also continue to work on writing skills through projects on the My Ac-
cess website.  In Social Studieswve will be wrapping up our Constitution unit
and looking ahead at the presidencies of Washington, Adams, and Jefferson. We
will study Westward Expansion and the Louisiana Purchase. Students will also
be comparing and contrasting this new form of government to previous ones, as
well as examining the problems faced by the first few presidents.

In CMP, seventh graders have finished the unit on Stretching and Shrinking
and are working with the unit Comparing and Scaling.

Science : Students have completed their Insulator Labs wonderfully. Many

great and innovative designs were used, and the students gained great ex-

perience with heat transfer and experimental design. During January we are
studying wave behavior, focusing on light waves, but also men-
tioning sound waves. These concepts will be utilized second se-
mester as we apply them to earth science and astronomy. Sec-

ond semester will mark the beginning of the largest unit of the
year, Chemistry.

Math : Algebra students are currently in the middle of chapter
five, a unit in which students learn to write linear equations.
1 Students have moved from the visual approach of finding slope

3 9
to the formula approach and have started identifying linear
situations from real world data. Point -slope form of linear
equations will be introduced and its relationship to slope -intercept form will

become a focus of the class. By the end of chapter five students will be able

to take any graph, table, set of points, or linear situation and determine the
algebraic equation. Algebra students will be taking their first semester final
exam on Thursday, January 22 , SO attendance is vital on that day. As
usual, attendance and homework completion are major factors of success as
students delve deeper into the world of algebra!

Geometry  students will complete chapter 6 just before the semester ends.

They have been studying circle properties and have been applying the proper-

ties to find arc lengths and areas of sectors. Geometry students will be taking

their first semester final exam on Thursday, January 22 , SO attendance is
vital on that day. The new semester will begin with one of the most challeng-

ing units of the year: Probability.

Advanced Algebra students are currently in chapter six and are learning to
use matrices to solve systems of equations in three or more variables. They
will also review systems of linear inequalities by using graphing to find solu-
tion regions and applying that skill in the area of linear programming. Ad-
vanced Algebra students will be taking their first semester final exam on
Thursday, January 22 , SO attendance is vital on that day. They will begin
the new semester with a unit on polynomials.

World History : Ninth graders are beginning to learn about the
history of China as documented by ancient writings and modern
archaeological studies. These provide evidence of still more an-
cient origins in a culture that flourished between 2500 and 2000
B.C. in what is now central China and the lower Huang He (Yellow
River) Valley of north China. Students will read about centuries of
migration, amalgamation, and development that brought about a
distinctive system of writing, philosophy, art, and political organi-
zation that came to be recognizable as Chinese civilization. What makes the
civilization unique in world history is its continuity through over 4,000 years to

the present century.

Freshmen will recognize that the Chinese have developed a strong sense of
their real and mythological origins, and have kept voluminous records since
very early times. It is largely as a result of these records that knowledge con-
cerning the ancient past, not only of China but also of its neighbors, has sur-
vived, providing us with an interesting course of study.

Students will begin writing Classroom Based Assessment research projects
based on the topic of Humans and the Environment. This process will allow
students to practice the process of in depth research culminating in a product
representative of their efforts.
